FAQs About AA History from AAWS*

Q.— What isthe gory behind the Herkert Sgencer quote in Appen-
dix Il of the Big Book?

A.— The Herlert Sgencer quote first appearedin the Firg Edition,
Firg Printing of the Big Book (1939), gqrage 380, at te begiming of
the gory “An Artis’s Corcept.” The quote wasincluded with this
story throughout all 16 pintingsof the Fir$ Edition, from 1939
through 1955. Tat gory wasdropped when the Secod Hlition of
the Big Book wapublished in 1955—aul the Sgencer quote was
dropped with it. The Sgncer quote doesnot appear inthe Secod

Edition/Firgt Printing (1955) or tke Secod Hlition/Secord Prirting
(1957). Howesr, the quote wasadded to the Third Prirting of the
Secomnl Hlition in 1959, at tle erd of Agpendix Il, wtere it dill
appearstoday.

We have beenunable to locate tle source for ths quote inany work
by Sencer, wto published anenormous amount on a great ariety
of topics The quote isattributed to Sgncer onpage 650 offhe
Great Qudations, compled by George Sekbsand published in 1961.
More recerily, one scholar corducted a corsiderable amount of
researchinto the originof the quote ard corcluded that it derives
from a Chistian apologetic work ly the 18" Certury British theolo-
gianWilliam Paley. We cameither corfirm nor refute this finding,
but share it lere asan additional reource.

Corcept V remirds us that, “The
well-heard minority . . . isour chief protec-
tion agairst an uninformed, misnformed,
hady or argry majority." Cosdering this, it
may be helpful to go kack to Tadition 2
which suggess that, “For ou group purpose
there isbut one utimate auhority—a loving
God asHe may exgess Himlf in our group
conscience.” If ®, the route we take to @-
termining our group corsciernce isall impor-
tant.

Sometimesve may Ie inclined to want
to get the grop’s Business Meeting ower
with quickly ® we canmowe onto other
things This may cage us to rush through
decisons big ard small. It may ot matter
too much when we're talkirg alout the kind
of cookieswe rve or the sze of coffee
cups, but it may ke a misake when talking
about more weighy matterssuch asslect-
ing grop officersand representatives con
sidering how we dspose of exces funds, or
decidng if we adl, drop or change a meet-
ing for irstance.

The AA Goup pamphlet (P-16, a little
gem of dared experience) siggess that,
“The group corscience isthe collectie con
science of the groyp memtership and thus
represents substantial unanimity on anissue
before cefinitive actionistaken Thisis
achieved by the groyp memkbersthrough the
sharing of ful information, individual points
of view, ard the practice of AA gnciples

To be fully informed requires a willigness to
listen to minority opinions with anopen
mind.” [Page 28.]This clearly siggess we
not rush our process, and make sire ewery
point of view ona given matter isheard
before we try to make aekcison. Thisis
where the mirority voice comesn.

Corsider that some irformation being
pressnted on a matter may b incompete or
even incorrect, or trat emotionmay ke
clouding the quedion. The mirority voice
may comyete or correct ifiormation, or
may offer a lescommonry held or even an
unpopular view ona matter. (It'seay to
listen to a wickly held view—egpecially if it
coincides with my own—but less 0 when it
is otherwise.) Allowirgy that woice to ke
heard ensures a thorough corsideration of
any matter.

Ideally, the mirority view sould be of-
feredin the routine couse of dscussion, not
to be held back wntil a point of recorsidera-
tion. It isal® not Smply a regating in dif-
ferent words of a int already in corsider-
ation. Not rushing a dscussion and decigon
canhelp assure the mirority isheard (After
all, few thingscamot be allowedmore time,
even if that mears we defer ou decison to
a later chte.)

Commorty, the minority voice cbesnot
carry the day, kut from time to time it may
provide a tigping point in decison makirg,
or at the very leas ensureswe have thor-
oughly and rea®nably corsidered a matter
before we dcide. Thistoo helps asure we
are able to reacha point of “substantial
unanimity” (a broady supported grounding)
on the given matter.

Do | take tle time to ligen carefdly to all
points of view when my groyp ismakirg
important decisons?

Henrietta Buckler Seberling (1888-1979)—
Seiberling wasthe wife of the son of a prom-
inent Akronindustrialist, and a memler of
the OxfordMovemert, an evangelical fel-
lowship of intellectualswho believed in the
regponsibility of Christians to solve ocial
problems Ste helped form the AkronOx-
ford Growp particularly to help Dr. Rolert S.,
a local wyscianwho wasalcololic. Duing
his failed business trip to Akronn May 1935,
Bill W., a @rticipant with the OxfordGroips
in New York, sought support for his young
recowery from his own alcolholism by callirg
namesfrom the church directory inthe
lobby of the Mayflower Hotel wkre he was
staying. Through a fortuitous chain of ewent,
he phoned a RevWalter uinkswho asit
turned out wasa participant with the local
Oxford network ard knew Hermietta
Seiberling. Tunks comectedthe two, ard
Seiberling arrargedthe meeting between
Bill W. ard a relwctant Dr. Bobwhich took
place at ler home inthe gatelouse of the
Seiberling esate on Mother’s Day, 1935.
She would later ercourage Bill W. to anid
fund-raigng ard to keepa grong emphass
on God Urhappy with AkronAA’ssplit from
the OxfordGrops and with the “Big Book,”
she nevertheless remaired a faithful friend
to Dr. Bobuntil his death and to AA.
